STEP 3: Prepare TV for mounting

What you’ll need for this step

® TV bracket ® Kickstands (x2)

1. Center the TV bracket in the bracket recess.

2. Secure the bracket to the TV with included screws.

Install kickstands
1. Locate the slots at the bottom of the TV.

2. Slide the kickstands into the slots and secure with included screws.

3. Leave kickstands in retracted position.

Connect cables

1. Plug the power cable and any other cables you'd like to connect into the TV.

Do not plug cables into an outlet yet.

IMPORTANT: Use cable straps to secure cables and avoid tripping.
